Science:

Within these units, we will 
focus on applying number bonds within 
10, add and subtract 1s, 10s and 100s, 
equal groups, use arrays, multiples of 2, 5 
and 10, Sharing and grouping, Multiply 
and divide by 3.

Design and Technology 
The children will focus on building on the 

children’s repertoire by introducing two 

new skills: cross-stitch and appliqué. They 

will then apply their skills to making a 

decoration.

We will also be 

developing our comprehension skills 

such as prediction, retrieval, and 

inference.  

Writing: 
In writing, we will be focusing on The 

Mermaid of Zennor and then Roald 

Dahl's BFG. We will have opportunities 

to explore the main characters, make 

comparisons with similar texts and 

further opportunities to explore Roald 

Dahl's use of language. 
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MFL: 
In this term, we will be learning and 
developing our understanding of 
physical French phonics as well as 
digraphs. 

PHSE: 
In PSHE this term we will focus on Computer Safety and Making Friends 
Online. 

Music: 
This term in music, we will be creating 
compositions in response to an 
animation where will be able to verbalise 
how the music makes us feel, create 
actions or movements appropriate to 
each section of a piece of music and play 
melodies and rhythms which represent 
the section of animation they are 
accompanying.
